	PlayBuilder Project – Karen Preston
	

	
	KP explained that the PlayBuilder project was developed following government consultation with young people and parents, on how and what they like to play. The main response was for more safe outdoor play.

22 new play areas across Redcar and Cleveland will be developed over two years. Eleven sites have been identified for the first year. The first three to be built, starting in September, will be at Saltburn Valley Gardens, Guisborough Walkway and Flatts Lane Visitors Centre. Young people have been involved in the design and content of the play areas. Although the sites will be open to all children, the focus is for 8-13 year olds girls to increase access to play.

The Play Partnership is leading on the project with several working groups taking forward different elements of the project.
PP suggested there should be strong links between Playbuilder, holiday programmes and the children’s obesity programme.

It was agreed that update reports should feed into Be Healthy and likewise Be Healthy plans on physical activity should be reported to the Play Partnership.
