	Substance Misuse Update – John Lambert
	

	
	The Coordinator has been on long term sick leave. JL welcomed Helen Armstrong who has been seconded into Substance Misuse coordinating role for a 1 year period.
Service provision includes a tier 3 Service by CREST and the Drugs Education Service to schools. 
Crest has worked with149 young people who range from infrequent to regular users.

Tier 3 Service is performing well against all the targets, this contract is due to cease at the end of March but there is a possibility of two year extension. There is to be a review of CREST & Drug Education Team performance which will be reported back to this group. YCAP funding has been used to recruit three workers to work with young people identified by adult treatment services where substance misuse is a problem for the parents.
